MITCHELL COYOTES SLO-PITCH TOURNAMENT RULES

1) Teams must be prepared to start the game 10 minutes early.

2) 7 inning games. No time limit.

3) Ties will be broken. The last batter out in the previous inning will start at second base.

4) Mercy rule of 10 runs after 5 innings.

5) No steel spikes. Player will be ejected from the game.

6) No player may play for more than 1 team. A player can be added to the lineup at any time.
7) No infield practice prior to game.

8) Teams will be allowed to start and end the game with 9 players. The 10th position on the
batting order will be an out until the 10th player arrive.

9) 10 minutes will be allowed from the start time of the game to field 9 players. Failure to do so
will result in a forfeit.

10) Home run rule in effect. First 2 batters to hit a home run (over the fence) will be the
designated home run hitters for that game. If any other batter hits a home run (over the
fence - unassisted) will be declared an out, and the base runners will not advance.

11) 65- Foot bases for all divisions.

12) Home plate is dead.

13) Any foul ball caught is an out. Third strike foul - batter is out.

14) Each pitch to have a minimum 3-foot arc - NO Maximum.

15) No sliding at home, fifteen-foot "hash mark" rule in effect

16) No lead offs - foot must remain in contact with the base until the ball is hit.

17) Maximum of 3 courtesy runners can be used. They can be any player at any time.

18) Absolutely NO trunk bars - Zero tolerance! Automatic ejection from the tournament.

19) No official score keepers will be used. Each team will keep score. Umpires will check the
score with each team regularly.

20) Absolutely NO fighting - players will be ejected from the tournament.

21) Bats - ASA Rules and bats. The tournament committee reserves the right to declare other
bats illegal if necessary.

22) NO Protests - umpires decision is final.
